Amiga
Amiga A1000 users should switch on the computer and
insert Kickstart 1.2 or later.
When the "Workbench" prompt appears, insert the game.
After a few seconds the title screen will appear, and the
game should load in about thirty seconds.

| Switch on the computer and insert the game disk. After a

few seconds the title screen will appear, and the game
should load in about thirty seconds.

Spectrum 48K/128K/+3
Type LOAD"<enter> or select loader

Amstrad 6128
Type RUN"RICK"<enter>

Commodore 64
Type LOAD"™",8,1<return>

Tandy
Boot DOS Disk, insert game disk and type RICK<return>

IBM .
Boot MS DOS, insert game disk and type RICK<return>
Note: Both the Tandy and IBM Versions are keyboard only

Colour ON/OFF...... Space Bar - Pressing the Space Bar
while the title screen is being displayed will turn the colour
off, for that realistic 1945 look!
